ANIMAL CONTROL ADVISORY BOARD BYLAW 

Whereas, pursuant to section 145 of the Municipal Government Act, S.A. 1994, c.M.-26.1, a council may pass bylaws in relation to the establishment, functions, procedure and conduct of council committees and other bodies;

Edmonton City Council enacts:

PART I - PURPOSE, DEFINITIONS and INTERPRETATION

	
	1 The purpose of this bylaw is to establish the Animal Control Advisory Board. 

	
	2 In this bylaw, unless the context otherwise requires: 

(a) “Board” means the Animal Control Advisory Board; 

(b) “Chair” means a person who has been given authority to direct the conduct of a meeting; 

(c) “City” means the City of Edmonton; 

(d) “Council” means the Edmonton City Council; 

	
	3 The marginal notes and headings in this bylaw are for reference purposes only. 


PART II - ESTABLISHMENT AND FUNCTIONS

	
	4 The Animal Control Advisory Board is established as a Council committee. 

	
	5 The Board has the following functions: 

(a) to advise Council on issues relating to animal control; and

(b) to conduct research, report on findings and make recommendations to Council on issues relating to animal control. 

	
	6 Issues relating to animal control include, but are not limited to: 

(a) animal control legislation; 

(b) licensing and other fees; 

(c) public education programs; 

(d) identification, adoption and spay/neuter programs; 

(e) shelter operations; and

(f) enforcement. 


PART III – STRUCTURE AND PROCEDURES

	
	7 The Board will consist of seven members. 

	
	8 Six members of the Board will be appointed by resolution of Council as follows: 

(a) a representative nominated by the Edmonton Humane Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals; 

(b) a representative nominated by the Alberta Veterinary Medical Association; 

(c) a representative nominated by the Province of Alberta; and  

(d) three citizens-at-large.

	9 Each appointment made by Council is for a term of one year.

	
	10 If one or more of the Council appointed positions on the Board is not filled or becomes vacant the Board may continue with fewer than seven members until the position is filled.

	
	11 Membership on the Board is voluntary and no remuneration will be paid for serving as a member.

	
	12 The Director of the Animal Control Section of the City is an ex-officio member of the Board.

	
	13 Each year the Board will select one of the members to serve as Chair.  If the Chair is not present at a meeting, the Board will select an acting Chair for that meeting.

	
	14 The Board will meet at least three times in each calendar year and may have additional meetings as required.

	
	15 On any resolution considered by the Board each member has one vote. 

	
	16 A resolution of the Board is carried if a majority of the votes cast are in favour of the resolution. 


PART Iv – FINANCE AND ADMINISTRATION

	
	17  Administrative services and support for the Board will be provided by the Animal Control Section of the City. 

	
	18 The Board will report through the Executive Committee of Council. 

	
	19 The Board is subject to the provisions of the Alberta Municipal Government Act; Bylaw 12300, the Procedures and Committees Bylaw; City Policy C475, Civic Agencies Appointment and City Policy C476, Civic Agencies Reporting.
