NON-PROFIT COMMUNITY ORGANIZATIONS EXEMPTION BYLAW
Whereas, pursuant to section 364(1) of the Municipal Government Act, SA 1994, c. M-26.1, and the Community Organization Property Tax Exemption Regulation, AR 281/98, Council may pass a bylaw exempting from municipal taxation specified non-profit community organizations;

Edmonton City Council enacts:

PART I - PURPOSE, DEFINITIONS and INTERPRETATION

	PURPOSE


	1 The purpose of this bylaw is to provide specified non-profit community organizations with an exemption from municipal taxation.

	DEFINITIONS
	2 In this bylaw, unless the context otherwise requires:

(a) “City Assessor” means the person appointed as City Assessor in Bylaw 12046, City Assessor Bylaw;

(b) “Council” means the council of the City of Edmonton.

	RULES FOR INTERPRETATION
	3 The marginal notes and headings in this bylaw are for reference purposes only.


PART II - EXEMPTION OF MUNICIPAL TAXES

	EXEMPTION FROM MUNICIPAL TAXES
	4 The property or portions of the property occupied by the non-profit community organizations listed in Schedule A are hereby exempted from municipal taxation, if the organization:

(a) submits an annual application to the City Assessor for exemption, and

(b) continues to meet the required criteria.
