If a passenger requests a larger Taxi, the following surcharges may be added:


(a)
$9.00 if the request is for a mini-van having a passenger capacity of seven persons or less; or


(b)
$25.00 if the request is for a motor vehicle having a passenger capacity of more than seven persons.


These surcharges do not apply to Accessible Taxis carrying a passenger using a mobility aid.

A discount of 10% may be given on the total fare displayed on the meter in a Taxi or 
Accessible Taxi if any passenger is 65 years of age or older.
