COMMITTEE DECISION ON THE TOBACCO DEALER'S LICENSE APPEAL BY WINSTON'S CITY CENTRE LTD. 

Councillor R. Noce stated the following:

In dealing with this Appeal, the Community Services Committee heard from Mr. John Carlson from Brownlee Fryett, counsellor for the appellant, and from Mr. Phil Fearon, Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw) and Mr. Greg Heaton, Corporate Services Department (Law) with respect to this matter. 

Based on what the Committee has heard, it is the Committee's decision to uphold the decision of the License Inspector to suspend the Tobacco Dealer License for a period of three months at Winston’s City Centre Ltd., located at #155, 10150  Jasper Avenue.
The Committee makes its decision based on the following reasons:

i. Winston's City Centre Ltd. was charged under the Tobacco Act with selling cigarettes to a person under the age of eighteen years.  Counsel for the appellant has not brought any information or evidence forward to suggest that the charge under the Tobacco Act was not warranted.  In fact, this leads to reason #2.

The appellant entered a guilty plea in Court on May 12, 1999 to support and confirm the charge under the Tobacco Act.

Section 548.2 of the License Bylaw 6124 specifies "Every person issued a Tobacco Dealer License shall comply with all of the provisions of applicable laws respecting tobacco products".  Again, Counsel for the appellant has not brought any information forward to suggest that proper procedure was followed in the case of the matter before us.

The Committee has followed previous decisions that have been made by the License Inspector when similar fact situations have existed and the appellant has not brought any information forward to suggest that the facts before us are different from any other case before the Community Services Committee.

Based on the foregoing, the Community Services Committee will uphold the decision of the License Inspector.

A written decision from the Office of the City Clerk will be forwarded to Mr. John Carlson setting this out. 

Mr. Carlson was requested to confirm his Address for Service with S. Thompson, Office of the City Clerk,  in order to receive the written decision.
