I would like a report from the Administration which answers the following:

4. If smoking is to be prohibited in restaurants, would it make sense to include food courts as well?  Are there other considerations that the City should consider which would suggest that food courts be treated differently?

5. Are outdoor patios considered part of the restaurant under the current smoking bylaw?  Would Council have to specify that they are exempt from a smoking ban if it so desired, or would that be assumed?

6. Are there any other definitional problems City Council should try to address if it amends the smoking bylaw?  For example, is the definition of restaurant clear and enforceable or are there instances in which it is difficult to distinguish it from a lounge or a bar?

7. What would be a reasonable length of notice for each of the four amendments?  I am referring to the time the City might allow prior to the bylaw amendments coming into effect, should they be approved by Council. 

8. Are there any other steps that City Council should take to make it easier for the Administration to enforce the existing or amended Smoking Bylaw?"

The Committee makes its decision based on the following:

1. The landowner has been asked to remove all auto parts, wood, tires, paint cans, electrical fixtures, loose litter and all debris on the property.  The landowner has refused to do so.

2. The photographs that have been provided to the Committee this morning confirm the state of the property.

3. The direction of Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw) is neither unfair or unreasonable, unjust or contrary to the intent of the Bylaw.  There is absolutely no evidence before the Committee to suggest that the actions of Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw) were, in fact, frivolous or malicious.  Therefore, the Committee rejects the arguments of the appellant as set out in the Appeal Notice.
