Antimicrobial Resistance (R. Noce).

__________________________________________________________________

	"I have been advised that antimicrobial resistance has been identified by all the major health organizations as a global crisis requiring immediate solutions.  Over prescribing and inappropriate use of antibiotics contribute significantly to antimicrobial resistance.

To address this issue, a six-month community pilot project was implemented in Grande Prairie, Alberta - DO BUGS NEED DRUGS?

The educational campaign was directed at physicians, pharmacists, school children and the public.  Three messages were promoted:

5. The importance of handwashing in preventing the spread of infections;

6. The difference between bacteria and viruses and their response to antibiotics; and 

7. The problem of antimicrobial resistance and the need to use antibiotics wisely.

The DO BUGS NEED DRUGS? Project was successful in demonstrating a decrease in antibiotic prescriptions, a concurrent increase in the use of first-line agents and an increase in public awareness.

Based on the success of the project in Grande Prairie, the DO BUGS NEED DRUGS? Project will be expanded this fall to the Capital Health region, in collaboration with the Alberta Lung Association and the Alberta Clinical Practice Guideline program of the Alberta Medical Association.  The project will run from October 2000 through March 2001.

I would be obliged if the Community Services Department ("Department") would answer the following questions:

1. Has the Department reviewed/inspected hand-washing facilities in City-owned buildings and facilities to ensure that soap is readily available?

2. What steps can the City of Edmonton take to support the project during the media release in January 2001?

3. Would the City of Edmonton implement a program to educate City of Edmonton employees with the project messages to ultimately assess if this results in a decrease in the antibiotic costs in our drug plan and the possible impacts on absenteeism?

In dealing with the Appeal, the Community Services Committee heard from Mr. L.B. Escalona, the owner of the property, Mr. S. Phipps, Corporate Services Department (Law) and Mr. D. Aitken, Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw).  Based on what the Committee has heard, it is the Committee's decision to uphold the Order of Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw).

The Committee makes its decision based on the following:

The landowner has been asked to remove and clean up all debris and material on the property.  The evidence before the Committee is clear, the property is unsightly and the neighbours should not be subjected to the conditions.

The issue with respect to the other properties, which the appellant brought forward, is not relevant to this Committee.  The Committee simply dealt with the matter of 11344 - 89 Street.  If the Appellant wishes to pursue the other properties, he can provide Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw) with the addresses and Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw) will follow up with this complaint relating to the other properties.  But, again, the issue of other properties is not relevant.

The Committee is sympathetic to the Appellant's position.  However, the Bylaw is clear and the Direction that Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw) has provided is not unfair nor is it unreasonable.
