Based on what the Committee has heard, it is the Committee’s decision to uphold the Order issued on July 27, 2000 pursuant to Section 546 of the Municipal Government Act in that the City of Edmonton initiate action to demolish the two structures at 9339 – 106A Avenue and to clear and level the site.  All incurred costs to be added to the Tax Roll of the property.  The Order will require completion of the action by September 15, 2000.

The Committee makes its decision because the evidence is clear - the property is unsightly and neighbours in and around the subject property should not be subjected to these conditions.  As well, the evidence points to a number of safety issues.  The building has deteriorated due to its non-repair.  As well, the subject property is in an unsightly condition which is detrimental to the surrounding area.  The evidence is also clear that the costs to repair the structure would far exceed the market value.  There have been over fifteen years of complaints about the property.  The required improvements have not been completed.  In fact, Mr. Thorsen nor his engineer this morning presented any evidence to suggest that the repairs would, in fact, be done on a timely basis.  Mr. Thorsen has simply made representations to the Committee indicating that it would be done.  Nine years have passed since Mr. Thorsen has had possession of the property and nothing has been done.  As a result, the Committee will not rely on Mr. Thorsen’s representations.
