DECISION OF THE COMMUNITY SERVICES COMMITTEE ON THE APPEAL BY GENE GLUCKIE (the tenant) ON PROPERTY DESCRIBED AS 12110 – 90 STREET, EDMONTON, ALBERTA.

Councillor R. Noce stated the following:

In dealing with this Appeal, the Community Services Committee heard from Mr. Gluckie, the tenant at 12110 – 90 Street, and Mr. David Aitken of Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw).  Based on what the Committee has heard, it is the Committee’s decision to uphold the direction of Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw).

The Committee makes its decision because the evidence substantiates the fact that the property is unsightly and neighbours should not be subjected to these conditions.  The landowner has been asked to remove old tanning beds and other loose litter and debris.  The Committee agrees with the recommendation of Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw).  As well, there is no evidence before the Committee to suggest that the direction is unfair or unreasonable.

The Committee does encourage Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw) to meet with Mr. Gluckie to explain what exactly can or cannot be stored on the property.  As well, the Committee asks Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw) to review the zoning for the property and determine whether or not outside storage is, in fact, permitted under the particular zoning for this property.
