12. Was consideration given to required information on all residents in the household?

13. It has been suggested that the problem in the past with the current bylaw is enforcement and compliance, could the Administration comment?

14.  In the proposed bylaw, what clout/teeth is there in relation to revoking or suspending a licence?

15. In Recommendation 5, Part 1, Section 2(h), Fee, explain the wording “includes any monetary amount or any other consideration of value”.

16. What Land Use text amendment could be recommended so that Independent Escorts are not considered Home-Based Businesses?

17. What other changes could be included in the Land Use Bylaw so that an independent escort agency and escort agencies would not be a permitted use in local neighbourhood commercial?

18. In the letter from Henrietta Valliquette, reference is made to the Windsor, Ontario Escort Bylaw, comment on how these might relate to the proposed bylaw.

19. Provide comments on the wisdom of fining underage escorts.

20. Could the fines for providing introduction services to a person under eighteen years be raised further.  For example, to a minimum penalty of $10,000?
