The proprietor of a building in which a licensed 



gaming event takes place, where entry to individuals under 


the age of 18 years is permitted, may designate a part of the 

area for participants and spectators at the licensed 



gaming event as a smoking area provided that:





a)
the area so designated is arranged to restrict smoke, 
by 
ventilation and physical barriers, from entering into any 
area in the building which is not designated as a smoking 
area;





b)
the area so designated does not exceed 65% of the total 
area for participants and spectators at the licensed gaming 
event; and





c)
individuals under the age of 18 years are prohibited 
from 
entering the area so designated.





(3)
The proprietor of a building in which a licensed gaming 
event takes place, where entry to individuals under the age 
of 18 years is prohibited, may designate a part of the area 
for participants and spectators at the licensed gaming event 
as a smoking area provided that the area so designated 
does not exceed 65% of the total area for participants and 
spectators at the licensed gaming event.





(4)
The proprietor of a building in which a licensed gaming 
event takes place shall post sufficient signs, in accordance 
with section 23 or section 24, so as to be clearly visible 
from all parts of a no-smoking area.

(5) No person shall smoke in an area designated as a no smoking area pursuant to this section.
