DECISION BY THE COMMUNITY SERVICES COMMITTEE ON  LEISURELAND SPORTS BAR INC. – APPEAL OF LICENSE REFUSAL FOR A BUSINESS LICENSE.

Councillor M. Phair stated the following:

The Appeal hearing on the license refusal for a business license to Leisureland Sports Bar Inc. was held today, December 11, 2000, for a business located at 10426 – 95 Street.

The Committee heard evidence by the appellant’s representative, Donna Read, Emery Jamieson, and Mrs. Zhao, a shareholder.  The Committee heard evidence presented by Constables Toy and Parrotta, Edmonton Police Service, Mr. Phil Fearon, Edmonton Police Service (Bylaw); and L. Reynolds (Corporate Services Department (Law).  

The Committee heard evidence that was presented from other affected parties: Marie H., Edmonton Seniors’ One Voice; B. Whyte, Pioneer Seniors Society;
C. Inglar, Principal, McCauley School, V. Hanneman and M. Kolt.

The Committee also received letters from the community.  These letters indicated the community is profoundly concerned and affected by various problems caused by alcohol and the proposed bar could become a magnet for the criminal elements that frequent the area.  This area has too many establishments which places an unnecessary and destructive influence on the path of youth who are working to change their lives.

The Committee makes its decision based on the following reasons:

5. Within the framework of the Municipal Government Act and City Policies, a role is given to the Police regarding business licensing that they have acted upon.

6. The Committee has heard and understands that there are safety issues that could occur because of the business licensing of this bar, what it might attract and the issues that may come from it.

7. The Committee also understands that the process of obtaining a business license and the Police response, which deals with safety, certainly impacts some areas that other departments are commenting on in other venues. 

E.L. Britton, Office of the City Clerk, confirmed the address for service to receive the Committee’s written decision with the appellant’s representative.
