	“My inquiry is directed to the City Manager and relates to recent incidents on Whyte Avenue and the impacts they have had on the resources of the Edmonton Police Service.  The local business owners have made recent comments requesting additional Police resources in the area.  I would request that the Administration pursue and recommend procedures and implications to consider the following:

1. As the necessity for extraordinary Policing requirements is being caused by the large number of patrons frequenting the local area drinking establishments, could a special tax be applied to these facilities to offset additional Policing costs?

2. As an example, there is reportedly in excess of 12,000 seats in licensed premises.  If a tax of say $20.00 per year per seat was levied, this would generate additional funds which could be used for Policing.

3. How could this, or other similar strategies be applied, and what legal ramifications would the corporation face, if any?

I would appreciate this in due course.”
