Apparently, recent reductions in provincial funding has meant a temporary cancellation of the entire Centennial Grant Program, to which the ESA had applied.

Given the urgent need for this facility, I am wondering if the City could do anything to help the group through this period.

For example, could the City lend the ESA the money?  What impact would this have on the viability of the project?

In addition, could the City refinance one or both of the existing soccer centres, given the attractiveness of today’s interest rates?  What would be the impact of this change?

I would appreciate a report that summarizes the options available to us.

Considering the tight timelines surrounding this project, it would be helpful if this report could be provided by the next Community Services Committee meeting, or as soon thereafter as possible.
