My questions to the Community Services Department are:


What considerations resulted in the City funding an additional playground in Laurier Heights?


How can the NPDP funds remaining be utilized to develop a playground adjacent to the Youngstown School?


What will have to occur for these funds to be released to the community for this purpose?

With construction about to begin, are there decisions to be made now, regarding the foundation of the playing field(s) which will make future turf conversion easier and less costly?


What potential is there for amateur sport in Edmonton to have access to the new University of Alberta field if all-weather turf was to be installed?  Should negotiations with the U. of A. begin now?


What potential user groups should be consulted?
