“”This inquiry is to the Parking Enforcement and Tag Administration Section, Edmonton Police Service.


It has been brought to my attention a situation where a citizen received a parking ticket that he felt was not justified.  At the time of the alleged violation, his vehicle was also towed.  It was his intention to appeal the ticket at court; however, the prosecutor withdrew the ticket.  He has requested that the City refund him for towing and other related costs but his request have been denied.


If the judicial system has deemed that the ticket was not justified, then the towing company that was contracted by the City should not have removed the vehicle.  The citizen has incurred costs because of the City’s error.  I would like to know from the Administration what justification there is to refuse this claim.”�
