Meeting of Mayor B. Smith with Utilicorp (B. Mason).

“The Mayor has just returned from the U.S.A. where he had discussions with Utilicorp, the large American Electric Company, which has just purchased the distribution assets of TransAlta.  I would like to know if the discussions included the possible sale of EPCOR, or parts of EPCOR to Utilicorp or any other purchaser or the potential sale of the company in general.”

Mayor B. Smith responded as follows:

My reason for visiting Utilicorp was to talk to them about the possible location of their Head Office here in Edmonton.  It had been announced on their news release that they were going to Calgary and so we were certainly starting from a negative position.  The discussions I had with their President, Mr. Robert Green, was strictly around the fact that their customer base, most of their customer base, was in this area.  I had a strategy meeting with Economic Development Edmonton to see how we could put together a package for Mr. Green, at his request, on “Why Edmonton as opposed to Calgary?”.  So, we are in the process now of putting our best foot forward to say “Why Edmonton?”.  Even though we will be in competition to them, as Mr. Laurie said at our last Shareholder’s meeting, we do have to “work with them in different areas” and I think that is important.  So we are putting together a strategy to invite them back up here to do a presentation as to “Why Edmonton?”  The cost benefits of being in the City of Edmonton and I think they are going to be here.  It doesn’t increase our competition because we had it with TransAlta before but I would very much like to fill up one of our buildings in the Downtown with their name on it.  It is a long way to go but that is the procedure and the final answer to the question is there was no discussion around the great corporation of EPCOR or the disposal of EPCOR.
