As a minimum, the report should address the following questions:

Has the City of Edmonton clearly defined its funding priorities for application by each of the committees?

Are these priorities periodically reviewed, re-evaluated and changed if necessary?

Are reviews and audits periodically performed to ensure Committee recommendations are fair, equitable and conform with the City of Edmonton priorities and guidelines?”
