As an employer The City of Edmonton contributes to the Workers' Compensation Fund so as to ensure that its' employees will have an income (some sort of insurance or compensation) should they become injured while employed by the City.

My questions are:

1.  How much does the City contribute annually to this Fund?

2. What is the number of injury claims and what are the City's lost-time claim rates for the past five years?

3. Does the City participate in the WCB's Partners' In Injury Reduction Program?  If the answer is yes - what financial benefits does the City derive from this program and what happens to the financial gain from participating in the program?

4. What, if any, premium surcharges or discounts has the City been assessed over the past five years?

5. Does the City Employee and Family Assistance Program involve itself in any way with injured workers and their families to ensure that their social and psychological health is being maintained during and after their workplace injury or illness?

6. What services does the City offer to assist injured workers should they have difficulty having their claim accepted by the WCB  or collecting their benefits from the WCB?  Also, and in particular, what support does the City offer injured employees who are required to appeal unfair decisions of the WCB?"
