Investment Policy – Investment in Talisman Energy Inc. (B. Smith).

	“Last month, City Council approved a new Investment Policy to ensure funds under City management were invested according to statutory requirements and for optimum investment results.  One of the key changes was the replacement of the “Social and Political Investment Criteria” section with “Responsible Proxy Voting”.  The intent of this change was to promote “a more pro-active social action approach”.

Since approving the new policy, it has come to my attention that the city owns common shares of Talisman Energy Inc. – a company that has come under considerable public scrutiny in recent months.

I would like the Administration to report on steps that will be taken under the new policy to exercise “responsible proxy voting” with respect to Talisman Energy Inc.

3. When did the City acquire its ownership position in Talisman Energy Inc.?

4. Is the Administration satisfied that the acquisition of Talisman Energy Inc. shares was in compliance with the Ethical and Political screening criteria contained in the City’s old Investment Policy?

5. Would the acquisition of Talisman Energy Inc. shares be permitted under the City’s new Investment Policy?

6. What action does the Administration intend to take with respect to the City’s ownership position in Talisman Energy Inc.?

In addition, I’d like to know how the city arrived at the idea that 20% of the company’s revenue represented a “significant portion” of its revenue, under the previous strategy.

Finally, with respect to Talisman Energy Inc., which I understand is one of the companies included in the City’s investment portfolio, I would like to know the following:

(a) How the City might be able to influence the operation of this company under the new ethical investment strategy (i.e. are we supporting or planning to support any proxy resolutions pertaining to Talisman?).

(b) How the City might avoid investing in Talisman, if it so chooses, and the impact that decision might have on its new investment strategy.

I would like this report to come back to the April 18, 2001 Executive Committee meeting.”
