With respect to the wading pool, I would like to know the implications of retaining the pool and fountain operation during the championships.  Could the restaurant be simply moved to one side of the pool?  Could it be placed next to 102A Avenue?

Given the shortage of time between now and the championships I would appreciate a report responding to each of these concerns at the next meeting of Council’s Executive Committee, which I believe is three weeks from now.”
