	“For three years now the City of Edmonton has assessed residential property values for the purpose of taxation on the market value of the property.

As Councillors we have been advised that if the assessments were within a plus or minus 10% range that an appeal was not recommended.

It has come to my attention that there are those properties in our City which are under-assessed by more than 10% - some cases considerably more than 10%.

I would ask the City Assessor for the following information:

1. How many properties have been assessed lower than the sale price over the last three years?

2. How many properties are now assessed at lower than the sale price?

3. What are the consequences of these differences?  How much property tax has not been collected as a result of these differences of sale price over assessed value?

4. How many new homes or housing starts were not assessed in 2000?

I would appreciate the report at the next meeting of Executive Committee, September 5, 2001.”
