I understand that the site has been secured and is deemed to be safe which is the City requirement, but I would like to know what steps can be taken by the various City departments involved in ensuring that the clean-up is completed.  Are there timelines whereby this work must be completed or we, the City, can step in and clean up the mess and charge back the costs to the owner?

It would have been nice if we could have discussed this today because this is an eyesore and inconvenience in a tourist area which is especially busy during our summer festival season.  However, I request a response at the July 23, 1997 Executive Committee meeting and hopefully some action at the site during the interim."�Planning & Dev.
