These changes were duly made and are incorporated in draft Bylaw No. 11777, Plan Edmonton.  Since this was a private, informal and unadvertised meeting and, since no vote of Council was taken, I would like a legal opinion on the legality of the draft Bylaw No. 11777 and specifically whether or not it meets the requirement of Division 9 of the Municipal Government Act “Council Proceedings Requirements for Valid Action”, Section 181 (2).  I would like a response to this inquiry at the May 27, 1998 Executive Committee meeting.”�
