City Policy A1203 states that City employees cannot have a “pecuniary interest, direct or indirect” in any contract with the City of Edmonton.  In my inquires to the Administration, it has been acknowledged that in her capacity as a bus driver her “ability to exert real influence would be minimal or non-existent”.

I would like a report back to the next meeting of Executive Committee with alternatives to resolve this situation.  My office would be happy to provide further details.”�City Manager
