Require the Government of Canada to do its utmost to negotiate with the Province of Quebec so that any community wishing to remain in Canada could do so even if a future referendum in the Province of Quebec clearly supported secession.�


Recognize that the interests of all Canadians must be presented and considered in any negotiation to change the boundaries of Canada should a clear majority of Quebecers vote in favour of secession when presented with a clear referendum question.�


Enable the Government of Canada to prevent any unlawful seizure of power by any province in Canada by negotiating in good faith and in accordance with constitutional and democratic principles should there be a clear expression by a clear majority of the population in a province of a desire to secede.�


Reinforce that the Government of Canada has a legal and moral responsibility to protect persons and property while operating within a constitutional and democratic framework.�


Confirm that any division of Canada could only be affected by arduous and lengthy negotiations between all interested parties that recognize the rights of the minority, democratic principles, the rule of law and the Constitution.�


Confirm that the voices and interests of all Canadians must be heard and represented in any process to change the boundaries of Canada.





Support continued efforts to create a better understanding amongst all Canadians.
