Does the Administration think that a committee consisting of some members of each Council should be struck to review the Consultant’s findings and ensure that our two cities resulting submissions to the Province are consistent?

Can your Office, possibly in consultation with your counterpart in Calgary, provide some suggestions regarding a possible resolution that both of our Councils could pass regarding a joint committee?

“My inquiry is to the Corporate Services Department.  As we are well aware, the move to Market Value Assessment (MVA) has resulted in some significant shifts in our assessment base.  These shifts have meant increases and decreases generally but the shift in the condominium assessment has resulted, for the vast majority of these properties, in only dramatic increases in their assessed value.

Has the Administration compiled any information concerning this unique condo problem and how has it been handled in other municipalities that have moved to the MVA system?

Do any other municipalities use a separate, lower mill rate for condos to encourage the efficiencies of high-density land use in established residential neighbourhoods where condos are generally developed?

Has the Administration any other suggestions to mitigate this obvious and particular problem resulting from the shift to the MVA system of taxation?”�Corporate Svcs.
