·	If during the application process an applicant claims that there is community support for his/her proposal, they must substantiate their claim with letters of support from individuals or groups within the community.  Any such letters must be submitted to the Planning and Development Department and kept on file.  The total number of letters in favour or opposition of the proposed development must be noted in the Council Report prepared by the Planning and Development Department.
