DECISION BY THE QUASI-JUDICIAL STANDING COMMITTEE ON APPEAL NOTICE – 10732 – 149 STREET, EDMONTON – ORDER TO REMEDY A BYLAW CONTRAVENTION (PURSUANT TO SECTION 545 OF THE MUNICIPAL GOVERNMENT ACT).

In dealing with this appeal, the Quasi-Judicial Standing Committee heard from V. Buhl, Appellant; and R. Kirillo, Planning and Development Department.  Recent photographs of the subject property were also reviewed.

Based on the evidence that was presented, the Committee decided to uphold the City Administration’s Order dated September 9, 2003, and directed the Appellant to remedy the contravention of this Bylaw by taking the following actions or measures: remove all wood, lumber, concrete, unlicensed/unregistered vehicles, branches, bed frame, mattresses, chairs, furniture, pallets, pipes, tires and all other loose litter and debris from the property.  The Committee also directed that the Appellant’s son be notified of the Committee’s decision.

The Committee stated that based on the photographic evidence provided, and the fact that there have been complaints in the neighbourhood, the property is untidy and unsightly.
