DECISION BY THE QUASI-JUDICIAL STANDING COMMITTEE ON APPEAL OF AN ORDER Pursuant to Section 546 of the Municipal Government Act Concerning Property Located at 10007 – 105 A Avenue, Edmonton, Alberta Being Lots 137 and 138, Plan EF (Historically Known as 10534 – 100 Street, Edmonton, Alberta)

In dealing with this appeal, the Quasi-Judicial Standing Committee heard from 
M. Chow, solicitor for the registered owner; B. Van Maren, agent for the mortgagees; 
J. Freeman, Community Services Department; and D. Debrinski, Corporate Services Department (Law).

On behalf of the Committee, Councillor R. Hayter, Chair, stated: “The Committee accepts as fact that there is a long history of continual entry and occupation of the structure despite the City’s repeated attempts to secure the building.  There is also indisputable evidence that occupants have been igniting fires in the structure, likely for heating or warmth, and this is particularly hazardous.  Throughout that time the registered owner of the property has not exhibited any satisfactory effort to secure the property from unauthorized entry and occupation, or indicated any effort to redevelop and reoccupy the structure.  Therefore, the Committee upholds parts 1 – 5 of the Order dated February 4, 2004, (the Order) and adds a part 6:

6.
That the registered owner must comply with parts 1 – 5 of the Order by March 4, 2004.  If the registered owner does not comply with parts 1 – 5 of the Order by March 4, 2004, provisions of Section 546(2)(b) of the Municipal Government Act will apply.  Section 546(2)(b) states:  

“If the person does not comply with the Order within the specified time the municipality will take the action or measure at the expense of the person.”

MOVED S. Mandel:

	1. That parts 1- 5 of the Order dated February 4, 2004, be upheld.

2. That the registered owner must comply with parts 1 – 5 of the Order by March 4, 2004.  If the registered owner does not comply with parts 1 – 5 of the Order by March 4, 2004, provisions of Section 546(2)(b) of the Municipal Government Act will apply.
