Premature Cracking of Sidewalks (L. Langley).

	“Our office is receiving an increasing number of calls regarding longitudinal cracks in sidewalks.  In many instances these cracks are 1-2 inches wide and can run the entire block.

I would ask the Transportation and Streets Department for answers to these questions.

1. A report from the National Research Council on the causes of such cracking was to have been received in late 1994.  What were the results of that study?

2. Have the results or any recommendations made by that study been implemented?

3. What is the responsibility of the contractor to the City for such problems?

4. What is the liability to the City in the event there are injuries from these sidewalks?

5. Is there not a way of repairing these cracks with something other than asphalt that gives the appearance of unsightly scars in front of Edmontonians’ homes and businesses?

Laneway Improvements (L. Langley).

	“There are over 100 laneways in Edmonton in need of rehabilitation because they are in poor condition as assessed by the Transportation and Streets Department.  Much of the damage to these back lanes is done by heavy garbage trucks and blue bag pick up trucks, particularly but not only, in the Spring of the year.

Rehabilitation is cost shared 25% by the City and 75% by adjacent property owners on both sides of the lane.

I would ask the Transportation and Streets Department for a report on the amount of money spent by the City and spent by the property owners over the past five years on laneway improvements.

Sewer and Storm Sewer Lines (D. Thiele).

	“These questions are being asked with Suntree Village Condominium Corporation (the Owners Condominium Plan N. 782 – 2773 located at 1234 – 1378 Lakewood Road W.) in mind.

My questions are:

1. Is the cross connecting of sewer lines to storm sewer lines a common problem?

2. Does the City of Edmonton require an inspection before sewer and storm sewer lines from complexes are connected to the City’s lines?

3. What inspection in regards to sewer and storm sewer lines does the City require on private property?

4. What exactly does the City of Edmonton inspect in new building construction?

5. At the time of construction of Suntree Village Condominiums (1977 – 1978) were there any City regulations or codes in place pertaining to the installation and connecting of sewer and storm sewer lines?

6. If so, was such an inspection done on this particular location?

7. How long did it take the City to find out that there was a problem at the Suntree Village Complex?

8. Was any sort of certificate or permit issued that would indicate the builder of this complex had complied to all City regulations and building codes?

9. Did the City issue any sort of documentation that would indicate an inspection of the sewer and storm lines was carried out?

10. Does the City have in its possession anything that would indicate that these lines had been inspected?  If so, has that information been provided to the past and current owners.

11. If the City requires an inspection of any type and there is an indication that this inspection has been carried out does the City become responsible for any legal liability?

12. If there are no regulations which pertain to the construction of sewer and storm sewer lines in complexes and of the subsequent connecting of these lines to the City lines, does the City have any plan to institute such regulations?”
