Stability of Riverbank Along Whitemud Road (B. Smith).

	“In 1999, a portion of the riverbank adjacent to Whitemud Road collapsed.  One home was destroyed and two others were eventually demolished.  Several homes in the immediate area remain cordoned off and unoccupied.  My questions are as follows:

1. A great deal of soil was exposed when the riverbank collapsed in 1999.  As a result, residents in nearby homes began experiencing considerably more blowing dust and dust in their homes.  Although grass has been planted at the top of the bank to prevent erosion, the problem of blowing soil still persists.  I would like the Administration to comment on whether further corrective actions might be taken by the City of Edmonton to alleviate this problem.

2. I would like the Administration to comment on the future of homes that remain cordoned off and unoccupied.  Will it be possible to reoccupy them at a future date?

3. I would like the Administration to comment on the stability of the bank along Whitemud Road, the likelihood of additional bank failures and preventive measures that are being taken to stabilize the bank.”

Will the Transportation and Streets Department please prepare a report outlining the plans for a short term solution that will offer relief at those particular times of day, and elaborate on the options for a long term permanent answer to the growing problem?
