1. That the City contribute to the Federation of Canadian Municipalities (FCM) in trust to fund the legal and administrative costs of the appeal of the decision of the Canadian Radio-television Telecommunications Commission in the Vancouver/Ledcor proceeding (CRTC Decision 2001-23) to the Federal Court of Appeal and all subsequent and related appeals, such contribution to be calculated on the basis of a maximum contribution of 5.9 cents per capita per year for the next three years, to be payable in quarterly installments or alternatively on receipt of regular invoices by FCM. 

2. That the City authorize this per capita contribution on the basis that:

i. Sufficient Canadian cities shall commit on a per capita basis so that the total per capita contribution is representative of a minimum of 6.5 million Canadians; and

ii. If cities representing a total per capita contribution representing 6.5 million Canadians have not provided a similar undertaking to pay their share of this appeal by September 30, 2001, this commitment shall expire and no further contribution shall owe: or  

iii. In the event that commitments are received representing in excess of 6.5 million Canadians, this commitment shall be reduced proportionately. 

3. That the City Clerk notify the FCM as to this decision.
