	“This inquiry has to do with the huge number of election signs we saw placed on public boulevards during the recent civic election.

My questions are as follows:

a) Is the Transportation and Streets Department concerned about the signs becoming a distraction for motorists, particularly in areas where we saw a large concentration of signs?

b) Is the Community Services Department concerned about the number of broken stakes that were left in the ground?  Would this not compromise the safety of people walking or running on these lands and the City’s grass cutting program?

c) Does the Community Services Department have any concerns relative to the appearance of City parkland during the election period, given the number of signs that were installed?

d) Are there any steps the City could or should take to reduce the proliferation of election signs or possibly ban them altogether from specific locations, over and above those locations that are already prohibited by City Bylaw?

I would appreciate a report that responds to these questions and any other concerns the City may have had with the placement of election signage, along with a recommended course of action.”
