“I have had discussions with individual members of the Fort Road Business and Community Association, together with area residents, about the configuration of the intersection at 129 Avenue and Fort Road.  Many people think, including myself, that the intersection is unsafe and too narrow.  I would be obliged if the Transportation and Streets Department would answer the following questions:


1.	Does the Department feel that the intersection at 129 Avenue and Fort Road is unsafe due to its configuration?


2.	If the answer to question #1 is “yes”, what steps will the Department be taking to rectify the unsafe conditions at the intersection?


3.	In preparing the report, I would ask the Department to provide any statistical data (i.e. accidents, etc.) about the subject intersection.”�

“With the completion of Capilano Drive to the Yellowhead Trail a number of years ago, many 112 Avenue area residents felt that traffic volumes on 112 Avenue, east of Capilano Drive, would decrease substantially.  The perception or reality is that traffic volumes have not changed at all.  I would be obliged if the Transportation and Streets Department would answer the following questions:


1.	Has there been a significant decrease of traffic volume on 112 Avenue, east of Capilano Drive?  In answering this question, I would ask the Department to also provide traffic volume data for the period 1991 to 1997, inclusive.


2.	Is the traffic volume on 112 Avenue, east of Capilano Drive, similar to that of other residential streets in Edmonton?


3.	What steps can the Department take to alleviate some of the concerns (i.e. noise, road conditions, truck traffic, etc.) of area residents?”�
