“It would appear, once again, that the City of Calgary is receiving special and preferential treatment from the provincial government with respect to its transportation needs.  Last week, Premier Ralph Klein announced that the City of Calgary would be receiving $64 million over the next five years to extend Deerfoot Trail.  However, the City of Edmonton did not receive anything to assist our problem areas; namely Whitemud Drive and the Yellowhead Trail.


I would be obliged if the Transportation and Streets Department would answer the following questions:


1.	With the City of Calgary receiving $64 million over the next five years to extend Deerfoot Trail, by what amount has the City of Calgary’s per capita amount been increased?


2.	How does the City of Calgary’s per capita amount now compare to that of the City of Edmonton?


3.	Hypothetically speaking, if the City of Edmonton received the same amount as the City of Calgary, namely $64 million over the next five years, what projects would the Department proceed with on Whitemud Drive and the Yellowhead Trail?


4.	With respect to transportation issues, is the City of Edmonton being treated fairly and equally when compared to the City of Calgary?”�
