3.	What would the Transportation and Streets Department recommend be done in order to mitigate the noise for residents located near this section of Calgary Trail South?

Would the Transportation and Streets Department please respond to the following questions:

1.	 What is the policy relating to maintaining the aforementioned roadways from Spring through November particularly?

2.	How is it that the speed limit on Ellerslie Road is 80 km per hour – the same as the Whitemud Drive – yet this road has not been hard surfaced beyond 111 Street (going west)?

3.	What hard surfacing process was used on 141 Street south of Ellerslie Road and why was the same process not used north from 41 Avenue on 156 Street to allow golfers and tourists with RV’s smooth access to the Whitemud Creek Golf and RV Park?

4.	Is this roadway to be hard surfaced in 1998 or 1999, to support Council’s Vision of supporting new businesses and attracting tourists to our area?

5.	Extending 156 Street south of Ellerslie Road could result in south bound traffic leaving Whitemud sooner.  Is there a plan to extend 156 Street south of Ellerslie Road to 41 Avenue SW?  If so, what is it?  If not, why not?
