D.1.a.		Oil and Gravel Roads (M. Phair).


	





“Properties at 9901 to 9927 – 87 Street have been told the road abutting their property will only be finished properly if the residents pay for it.   Apparently this section of road has never been hard surfaced.  It is an oil bound, gravel structure.  The property owners have been informed that hard surfacing of the road is considered an assessable local improvement as defined by Section 3.01(c) of City Policy C433C “Determination of Assessable Roadway-Related Local Improvements”.


Edmonton has lots of oil and gravel roads.  The difference with the street in question is the curb and gutter concrete is already in place.  This is not an ordinary outlying oil and gravel road.  I would like to know:


1.	To what extent do other oil and gravel roads exist with the curb and concrete gutters already in place?


2.	What would it take for the City to address these unique anomalies?


3.	Could an exception not be made for the portion of 87 Street abutting the properties at 9901 to 9927?  It makes no sense that most of Riverdale’s infrastructure has been redone except for this small piece of public roadway.”�

“Last week, a young girl was struck by a motor vehicle at the intersection of 151 Avenue and Victoria Trail.  I would be obliged if the Transportation and Streets Department would answer the following questions:


1.	Can the Department briefly explain how crosswalks, marked and fully pedestrian activated, are installed in Edmonton?


2.	Can the Department briefly explain the criteria for different types of control at intersections?


3.	What can be done at the intersection of 151 Avenue and Victoria Trail in order to improve pedestrian safety?  At minimum, can a marked crosswalk be placed at the intersection?


I would ask the Department to report back to the Utilities and Public Works Committee at the January 26, 1999 meeting.”�

“This inquiry is in response to a recent AEUB ruling which determined that the City was discriminating against multi-family apartment owners by charging a waste management fee to unoccupied suites. 


In light of that ruling, I’d like a report which spells out the City’s options relative to recovering its waste management costs.  Specifically, I’m wondering if the costs could be added to the general tax base, which I believe already covers some of the City’s waste management functions?  Alternatively, could the additional cost be charged to all homeowners, both in the single family and multi-family sectors?


Furthermore, I’d like to know how the City arrived at a charge of $5 for single family pick up and $3.25 for multi-family units.  Was it related to the cost of serving households in each sector?  Will this differential still be appropriate under the soon-to-be implemented blue bag system?


I’d appreciate a response to this inquiry prior to Council’s consideration of a new waste management fee for multi-family units.”�
