“I received the terms of reference for the Whitemud Drive/Terwillegar Drive Functional Planning Study.  I would like answers from the Transportation and Streets Department to the following questions:


1.	Why is the Transportation and Streets Department spending $300,000 on a Functional Planning Study of Whitemud Drive when functional planning studies were done in 1974 and 1987?  Is it common practice for the Department to fund studies every ten years on Whitemud Drive and not implement recommendations from these studies?


2.	The 1974 Functional Planning Study recommendations called for an interchange at 142 Street.  Why was this interchange not constructed?


3.	Both the 1974 and 1987 Functional Planning Studies recommended widening Quesnell Bridge to eight lanes and to construct a basic six-lane cross section on Whitemud Drive.  Why were these recommendations never implemented?


4.	Back in 1974 the projected traffic volumes shown for 1991 on Whitemud Drive were off by over 50%.  What guarantees can the Department provide that the traffic projections shown in the TMP are accurate?


5.	Can we assume that the 1998 Functional Planning Study will also recommend the same options as recommended in the previous studies?


I would like answers to these questions presented at the February 9, 1999 Utilities and Public Works Committee meeting.”�

2.	Whether additional development will negatively impact the use of 137 Avenue, which is heavily used by crosstown traffic and is beginning to be compromised by a number of access and exit points to commercial properties.”�
