“This inquiry has to do with the Transportation Department’s plan to eliminate westbound left turns on Yellowhead Trail at 107 Street.

It seems to me that this change will be quite disruptive, given the significant amount of traffic that will be affected by this change.  I am also concerned about the ability of the 97 Street intersection and local collector roads to handle additional traffic when this change takes place.

Hence, I’m wondering about the feasibility of building a grade-separated facility at 107 Street, perhaps in the form of a fly-over road similar to the one on 170 Street next to West Edmonton Mall.  I realize that space is tight, but perhaps some land could be shaved off of the southeast or southwest corners of this intersection.

I’d appreciate a report outlining the city’s options in this regard.”�Transportation & Streets
