Why was neither my office or that of Councillor T. Cavanagh, at least, notified of this major change?


What was the process involved in approving and authorizing the second of these Bulletins?


What process is available to involve public consultation in resolving existing traffic problems in this area?


I would appreciate it if the response to this inquiry could be returned to the Transportation and Public Works Committee as soon as possible.”�
