	"My office has received a number of complaints regarding the intersections of 23rd Avenue and Calgary Trail South and 23rd Avenue and Calgary Trail North.  Specifically people are finding it next to impossible to make safe left-hand turns without the light turning red.  Considering that this intersection is one of the intersections to have a red light camera can you provide answers to the following questions.

1. I would like traffic count information for the intersection of 23rd Avenue and Calgary Trail North.  Specifically how much has traffic increased in all directions at this intersection during the last 5 years.  I would the same information for the intersection of Calgary Trail South and 23rd Avenue.

2. During peak traffic times vehicles enter these intersections and wait until the light is amber before they can begin to turn.  Will a red light camera unfairly ticket these people when they exit the intersection on a red light?

3. Is it possible to have a left turn light in place at all hours instead of certain hours at these intersections?

4. What future plans does the Transportation and Streets Department have to address the traffic problems at this intersection?  Turning east from Calgary Trail South at peak times has become dangerous.

I would appreciate a response to this inquiry at the next Transportation and Public Works Committee meeting of Tuesday, November 23, 1999."
