©	That the Administration provide a budget forecast for the next three to five (3-5) years for both capital and operating if this Plan was implemented.


©	What would the outcome be if Council supports an unrestricted student fare instead of a restricted student fare?


©	What would be the effect if senior fares were increased but with subsidies for low income seniors?  How would you implement this?


©	Is it feasible to utilize the mini and mid–sized buses instead of large buses?


©	That the Administration provide a list of intended improvements that will occur if this Plan is implemented.


©	Provide information on the vision and principles of the overall Master Transportation Plan.


©	That the letter from Mr. A. Cormier, Executive Vice President, Canadian Urban Transit Association be circulated to Members of Council and made available to the public (Booklet:  Edmonton Transit Horizon 2000 – Peer Review Process – 2.0 Page 46)


©	Are there ways of assessing whether DATS scheduling problems are the result of users being eligible to use DATS who could be using the regular transit system?


©	Can the trolley system be upgraded?  Would the costs be prohibitive?   Should we be continuing with the trolley system?


©	Why are we dealing with the Transit Review and Truck Route public hearings separately when they both impact on the overall Master Transportation Plan?


©	Why do we charge seniors and children a percentage of the adult fare?  Does this policy relate to what other cities are doing?


©	Why are student fares going up rather than down?


©	Why is there a 5% ceiling on the purchase of small buses in future?


©	There is a recommendation in the Master Transportation Plan concerning “full cost accounting".  Can this be brought forward related to the various costs of transportation available?


©	How does the Administration propose to bring forward route changes to ensure the public is involved?  Will a lot of routes be changed?  How does that fit in with our process?


©	Could the Administration comment on the submission of Mr. Harrison and Mr. Poston of the University of Alberta Students' Union?


©	The concern of the Edmonton Federation of Community Leagues was that the time constraints did not allow for adequate input.  Should we ask the Executive of the EFCL to contact the 140 community leagues and then provide us with their comments on the proposal?
