Snow Routes and Parking Bans in Neighbourhoods (D. Thiele).

	My inquiry revolves around changes in neighbourhoods that have slowly taken place over the last dozen years or so.

1. The use of monolithic curbs has made it increasingly difficult for snow removal, especially in newer neighbourhoods.  Why not use curb, boulevard and sidewalk to provide a place for trees and snow storage, especially on bus routes in new neighbourhoods?

2. When was the last time a snow route ban was initiated?  Please supply us with a brief history of snow route bans, their function, removal of parked vehicles and removal of snow on these routes.

3. What could we do to make these snow route bans more effective and have them used more frequently?

4. How do these snow routes differ throughout the city?

5. On some streets parking is allowed while on others it is not.  Please provide the reasons for complete parking bans, and in what other area may a parking ban make road maintenance easier and more effective?

6. Zero lot line, RSL housing and smaller (narrower) streets make it increasingly difficult to allow on-street parking.  What changes to neighbourhood design can help with this problem?

7. What facilities or current programs exist to help those who are disabled or those, especially seniors, who are unable to deal with heavy snow removal from their sidewalks and/or parking areas that is a result of snow ploughing?  What programs could be put in place to assist these people?  How are the sidewalks and intersections cleared to allow for the use of motorized wheelchairs, scooters, etc.?
