	“In an earlier meeting of the Transportation and Public Works Committee,  it was determined that the barriers placed on 106 Street as a temporary measure to calm traffic will remain in place until July.

Since that decision was taken, our office has been receiving communication from several local residents asking why the extension.

The earlier motion prior to August of 2002 determined that the trial period would conclude in the spring.

My questions are:

1. If the surveys undertaken through the trial period concluded there was no significant change in traffic flow, driver speeds and short-cutting, why will these barricades remain?

2.  If the department is continuing to monitor, what do the transportation officials expect to learn that is different from what has been learned?

3. The original estimate of the cost of these measures was $20,000 to $25,000.  The end cost was about $50,000.  How much is it costing to continue to study what was to be concluded in the spring?

4. What can be done to have the barricades removed now rather than wait until July?
