	My office has received a number of calls concerned about rent increases.  The Edmonton Housing Trust Fund tells us that the rental vacancy rate in Edmonton is 1.5% (2006) down from 5.3% in 2004.

It is very encouraging that the City of Edmonton took early and swift action in launching two affordable housing initiatives – the first program being the Edmonton Fixed Rate Supplement Pilot Project.

I have a few questions as a result of many public concerns -  two this weekend.
