Notwithstanding Policy 3.3.5.2 c, should City Administration, itself, advance amendments to the Zoning Bylaw to expand opportunities for secondary suites in low density residential land use zones to City Council before 2008, then the Plan proponents will not be required to bring separate amendments forward for Council’s consideration. 

Rationale

Secondary suites can provide an important potential source of affordable housing for single person and other small households, and create a mortgage helper for the owner of the principle dwelling.

The Plan proponents will initiate a text amendment to the Edmonton Zoning Bylaw to establish opportunities for small-scale commercial uses with a retail component at appropriate locations (i.e., along collector roadways or at intersections of collector roadways) in the Allard Neighbourhood. Notwithstanding Policy 3.3.6.2, should City Administration, itself, advance amendments to the Zoning Bylaw to expand opportunities for small-scale commercial uses to City Council before 2008, then the Plan proponents will not be required to bring separate amendments forward for Council’s consideration.   

Rationale
Minor and Major Home Based Businesses as currently defined in the Zoning Bylaw exclude a retail component. A fine grain mix of small scale commercial (with a retail component) and residential uses can provide greater opportunities for live/work situations, add to the diversity of uses and experiences available in the neighbourhood, and increase its overall sustainability.
