40th Anniversary of Alberta Railway Museum (E. Gibbons)
Councillor E. Gibbons attended the 40th Anniversary of the Alberta Railway Museum in Northeast Edmonton. The museum – second only to the museum in Montreal - is operated by the Alberta Pioneer Railway Association and houses the collection of different railway equipment that has been displayed over the years. People came out and rode the old cars and had a great time.


Change of Command Ceremony of the Western Command of the Military (E. Gibbons)
Councillor E. Gibbons had the privilege of attending the Change of Command Ceremony of the Western Command of the Military which took place on August 22, 2008, and provided the following updates:  Brigadier-General K. L. Woiden from Winnipeg has been appointed to run Western Canada.  Brigadier-General M. P. Jorgensen has moved to the Edmonton area to take command for the next two years. Colonel J. Vance was promoted to Brigadier General and put in charge of all of Western Canada to prepare the military for the next deployment in February to Afghanistan.
Councillor E. Gibbons also attended the Change of Command Ceremony for the HMCS 703 Edmonton ship in Victoria.  Taking a temporary command is Commander A. Evans for the next few months until someone is appointed permanently.
Mayor S. Mandel, on behalf of City Council and the citizens of Edmonton, thanked Councillor E. Gibbons for his energy, time and dedication in this endeavour.

The Edmonton Motorcycle Toy Run 2008 (D. Thiele)
Councillor D. Thiele announced that September 28, 2008, was the first fundraising event for Santa’s Anonymous - The Annual Edmonton Motorcycle Toy Run.  Approximately $23,000 was raised by 3,800 bikers who toured around the city raising money for this worthwhile cause. 

35th Anninversary of the Leefield Community League (D. Thiele)

Edmonton Arts Council Presentation (B. Henderson)
Councillor B. Henderson noted that Edmonton was selected as a 2007 Cultural Capital due in large part to our incredibly vibrant arts community and acknowledged the Edmonton Arts Council’s role in leveraging this status into a legacy that will be with us for a long time.  
Councillor B. Henderson acknowledged Linda Huffman of the Cultural Capital Office of the Edmonton Arts Council that produced a pamphlet, entitled “Building Connections,” which showcases the benefits and some of the exciting programs as a result of our status. Copies of the pamphlet were distributed to Members of Council and a copy was filed with the Office of the City Clerk.  
A wonderful painting called “Edmonton Neighbourhood” by Edmonton artist Jill Thomson was selected by the Edmonton Arts Council for presentation to the City of Edmonton.  The painting is designed to remind us of the complexity, fun, colour and beauty of all neighbourhoods across the city.  Jill grew up in Montreal and moved to Edmonton in 1989. Her most recent work explores the urban streetscape and the natural environment and has been shown at the Edmonton Art Gallery, the Harcourt Gallery, the Alberta Foundation for the Arts collection and in international private collections.

J. Mahon, Executive Director, Edmonton Arts Council, presented the painting to Council and thanked Edmonton City Council and the City of Edmonton staff for their dedicated support and hard work.
