The Passing of Larry Shaben (S. Mandel)
Mayor S. Mandel, on behalf of City Council and the people of Edmonton, extended deepest sympathy to the family of the late Larry Shaben who passed away on September 6, 2008.  Larry Shaben was a truly great citizen and a selfless community leader. Mr. Shaben was the first Canadian Muslim to serve in a provincial cabinet. The Passing of Ron Lancaster (S. Mandel)
Mayor S. Mandel, on behalf of City Council, extended deepest condolences to the family of the late Ron Lancaster who passed away on September 18, 2008.  Ron Lancaster was a true legend. He achieved great status in a combination of experience, talent and visionary leadership.  He was a great football player who set CFL records over his 19-year career.  He played in the 1966 Grey Cup final and brought the cup home to Regina.  Mr. Lancaster became one of the most successful coaches in the Edmonton Eskimo team’s history.  As a CBC TV colour commentator, he set the bar high for colour commentators everywhere.  Mr. Lancaster will long be remembered as an outstanding Canadian sports hero. Mayor S.
