Extension of direct, bus service to the outer LRT stations will be provided near the time of initial development around those stations in order to provide a precursor to LRT.
d. That Bylaw 15101 be amended to make reference to the “Central Area Circulation” concept articulated in the recently approved “LRT Network Plan.”

e. That the following paragraph be added to the preface of the Municipal Development Plan, Bylaw 15100 immediately after the bullet point about climate change:
Many households, business and governments around the world plan and make decisions based on the assumption that oil and natural gas will remain plentiful and affordable. There is considerable evidence that casts doubt on the certainty of this assumption, suggesting instead that global production of conventional oil and gas respectively are likely to reach their historic peak soon, if they haven’t already. This phenomenon is referred to as “peak oil.” Unconventional oil and gas will meet some of the demand, but opinions vary as to whether unconventional supply can fully replace declining conventional supply. Opinions vary on the supply and price volatility that might occur with the ongoing depletion of these non-renewable resources.  Developed nations have considerable dependence on oil and gas, and continued growth in developing nations, which speaks to ongoing demand. The City of Edmonton acknowledges that there is risk associated with possible volatility in the energy markets as supply and demand adjust, and the strategic direction in this plan and its companion plans speak to a need to increase the resiliency of Edmonton’s citizens, businesses and public sector to possible energy price volatility in the years to come by transforming our land use and transportation patterns to reduce dependance on non-renewable energy.

By adding new policy 6.3.4.1 “In accordance with Alberta Land Stewardship Act reduce the fragmentation and conversion of agricultural lands to other uses by using policy tools including conservation easements, conservation directives, transfer of development credits, and by participating in conservation exchange.”

m. By adding new policy 6.3.4.2 “Consider local food system impact, overall health of ecological networks, and air and water quality in all decisions to fragment or convert existing agricultural lands to other uses.”

c. Delete from “Schedule A” policy 2.2.1.12 the phrase “investigate the feasibility” and replace with “include”, to read as follows:

Undertake a conceptual planning study in collaboration with landowners and city stakeholder groups for the Northeast Growth Management Area, to ensure plans for that area include long term agricultural uses, clearly define agriculture’s place in a future urban context, and enhance the potential for land use compatibility and apply innovative approaches for food security, ecological networks, green infrastructure provision, demand reduction strategies and eco-design for residential, commercial and agricultural uses.
d. Delete from “Schedule A” policy 2.2.1.13 the word “may” and replace with “will only”, to read as follows:

Urban expansion into the Northeast GMA will only be permitted upon completion of the Growth Coordination Strategy, the Integrated Infrastructure Management Plan, the conceptual planning study, the Agricultural Area Plan and in accordance with the Capital Region Land Use Plan Agricultural Preservation Policies.

e. Delete from “Schedule A” policy 2.2.1.14 the phrase “until urban expansion is permitted.” to read as follows:

Preserve agricultural uses and operations in the growth management areas.

f. By adding to “Schedule A” Glossary Term, Southeast Growth Management Area, at the end of the last sentence after the word “industrial”: “agricultural, residential, natural”, to read as follows: 

Southeast Growth Management Area – undeveloped land that is primarily in agricultural zoning that is available for a full range of future urban uses.  City Council will determine the future uses for the area based on the Growth Coordination Strategy, the Integrated Infrastructure Management Plan and industrial and business, agricultural, natural and residential land needs.

g. 3.5.1.8 Ensure a “no net loss” of affordable housing in new and infill development.

h. By revising new policy 4.2.1.10 by adding “integration of historic sites.”

i. By adding new glossary term, Single Family Housing:    “One structure, typically with one dwelling unit, which may include a secondary suite.”
j. Add to “Map 3: Mature Neighbourhoods” new legend item, “Established Neighbourhoods.”

k. Add to “Map 7: Commercial Nodes and Corridors” an extension to the Stony Plain RD Major Commercial Corridor from 170st to 149st.

l. Rename “Map 9: Recreation Facilities” to “Map 9: Recreation Facilities/Libraries” and show library locations.

m. By adding new policy 3.7.1.5 “develop an inventory of all existing agricultural lands and assess their potential suitability for local food production, in terms of soil quality, frost free growing season, irrigation, productive capacity and sustainability.”
