In dealing with this appeal, the Quasi-Judicial Standing Committee heard from M. L., representing Ms. A. L., Agent for Mr. A. L., Appellant; A. A., an interested party; and J. Wilson, Planning and Development Department. Photographs of the subject property taken on January 29, 2007, were also reviewed.

On behalf of the Committee, Councillor L. Sloan stated: “In dealing with the appeal of an Order to A. L., 11312 – 83 Street, Edmonton, the Quasi-Judicial Standing Committee has considered the following evidence:

·   We have heard from M. L., representing Ms. A. L., Agent for 
   Mr. A. L., Appellant, and viewed photographs taken by M. Leung of the 
   surrounding neighbourhood.
·   We have heard from Administration, J. Wilson.

· We have considered M. L.’s request to extend the time allowed to clean up the subject property but believe there has been adequate time to do so.  The photographs taken by M. L. of the surrounding neighbourhood did not factor in our decision today because we confined our consideration to the Order regarding 11312 – 83 Street.  We also considered the request to vary the Order to remove some items from the Order but based on the fact that seven complaints have been made about this property in the last several months, we uphold the Order as written and dated November 1, 2006. 
Based on the evidence presented, the Committee finds the property to be in an untidy and unsightly condition and therefore moves to uphold the Order issued pursuant to Section 546(1)(c) of the Municipal Government Act, dated November 1, 2006.”

1.
Front yard/Side yard:

Remove the trailer, York exercise machine, all compost, garbage bags, desks, cardboard, cardboard boxes, plastic bags, barrels stones, pails, tarped items, tarp, plastic bins, clothing and bobcat.

2.
Backyard:


Remove the truck canopy, shower/tub unit, rolls of mesh fence, rolls of carpet, auto parts, wheels and shopping cart.


Remove the wood panelled box trailer including its contents of garbage, boxes, bags, clothing and loose debris.


Remove the white flat deck truck including the auto parts and tarped items on the vehicle.

Remove the unregistered flat deck trailer and all items on its deck including the washer and drier units, lumber, auto parts, chair and mesh fence roll.

3.
Entire Property:

Remove all loose litter and debris from the entire property.

4.
Building Materials:

Building materials required for the construction of the accessory building pursuant to permit #56392854-001 issued on May 8, 2006, must be stacked and stored in a neat and tidy fashion.

5.
Removal:

For the purposes of this order, an item will have been removed if it has been taken away from the property entirely or if it is stored on the property in the dwelling such that no part of it is visible from any abutting property, roadway, sidewalk or lane.  Covering the materials with tarps, plastic sheeting or other material will not be sufficient to comply with this order.

6.
Property Maintenance:

Thereafter maintain the property to prevent the reoccurrence of any unsightly condition detrimental to the surrounding area.
